The Missoula County Commissioners are seeking applicants to fill a vacancy on the Consolidated 
Missoula City-County Planning Board. A long-serving member has reached the expiration of his term. 
The vacancy will fill a two-year term, serving until Dec. 31, 2018. 

The Missoula County Commissioners appoint two members to the board, who reside outside the City 
of Missoula limits.  Applications may be filed online or sent to the Commissioners’ Office at 199 West 
Pine Street in Missoula and must be submitted by Dec. 3, 2016. The Commissioners will begin 
interviews on Dec. 5.  

The Consolidated Planning Board holds public hearings and provides recommendations to the City 
and County governing bodies on adoption and amendments to growth policies, zoning regulations, 
and subdivision regulations.  They also hear and make recommendations on zoning and rezoning 
requests and major subdivision proposals located in both the City and County.
