Non-alkaline household batteries (alkaline batteries can be thrown away)
Used motor oil (up to 15 gallons)

Antifreeze

e Florescent lighting (up to six tubes, not bulbs)
e Mercury thermometers

Items accepted for a fee include:

e Pesticides

e Caustics

e Strong acids

e Chlorinated solvents

The fee charged for these items will cover 25 percent of the district’s costs for disposal.
